LEVEL 1 groups are casual and light-hearted gatherings
designed to get to know people in our community.

Members may
need to RSVP if the group involves childcare, a meal, or a
group activity to coordinate. These groups are based around
aninterest, activity, or curriculum but can be jumped into at any
time. If they miss a week or two, members won't feel as though

Members who do not do
the reading, or who miss several meetings or activities will fall
behind.

LEVEL 4 groups are the ministry teams at MHCC. We believe
one of the best ways to get to know people is to serve along-
side them. Our teams of volunteers are what make our min-
istries possible and there is always room for another helping
hand! Once you sign up, you will be contacted by a team leader
regarding the application, training, and scheduling process-
es. Feel free to contact a leader before signing up if you have
questions about their ministry. If you are already on a team list-

ed, you do not need to sign up again.
